Drugs warrant
On Friday 23rd October 2009 Police from Lavender Fields Safer Neighbourhood teams worked in partnership with the Merton borough Task Force and Police Dog unit to execute a Misuse of Drugs Act 1971 warrant at an address in Victoria Road Mitcham. They were acting on information that the occupants were dealing drugs from the address. This warrant proved successful and two youths from the address were arrested for two separate offences. One was arrested for possession of cannabis and the other was arrested on suspicion of burglary as he was wanted for questioning in regards to an ongoing burglary investigation.
The Lavender Fields Safer Neighbourhood team are working in partnership with the relevant people to tackle and combat drugs and burglary within the London Borough of Merton. Theft of Number Plates
Recently the Lavender Fields Ward has been experiencing an increase in the theft of vehicle number plates with the offences occurring over night. Lavender Fields Safer Neighbourhood Team wish to reduce the opportunities for thieves committing these crimes and are offering anti theft screws that can be used to replace the existing screws on the number plate and prevent them from being stolen. Alternatively, we advise that you drill out the heads of the screws making it difficult for them to be screwed out by anyone else.
