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Dear residents and members this is an update on what we have been doing in your area.

Ward panel  

The team work on ward priorities which are set by a ward panel which consist of members of the public who live or work within the ward. The priorities are set based on analysis of reported problems in the ward area to the police and council and then agreed through a voting process.

On 10th November 2009 the team held its Panel Meeting and voted in the below priorities for the ward.

Burglary

Youth disturbances in Gilpins Close
Youth Engagement

Burglary 

This is an ongoing priority for the team with us utilizing a number of different tactics to help detect and deter offenders and prevent offences occurring. The team continue to use directed high visibility and plain clothes patrols, Leaflets drops at vulnerable premises which we identify to promote awareness of crime prevention and security advice. 

The team have also been conducting Automatic number plate recognition (ANPR) traffic operations to prevent those intent on committing crime from driving into the area. These operations involve joint working with other Safer Neighbourhoods Teams and traffic officers using equipment that reads vehicle number plates and then provides information about reports on the vehicle. 

On Tuesday 17th November the team conducted a joint ANPR operation on London Road by Figges Marsh, Mitcham. The operation was very successful with one driver being summonsed to court for the offences of driving without insurance and driving not in accordance with a licence. Two further drivers were given penalty notice fines of £60 and three points for driving not in accordance with a licence. The three vehicles were also seized.

Five arrests for immigration offences were also made during the operation with all five people being taken to police stations for further investigation to be conducted by immigration officers.   

Youth disturbances in Gilpins Close.
The team have been working closely with partnership agencies to tackle an identified problem within this small close area involving local residents and local youths. The team has in partnership with the Merton Anti Social Behaviour Team issued five behaviour warning letters and have worked closely with the council, housing associations and residents to identify underlying problems and consider appropriate solutions. The team are now working with members of the youth services to engage and divert the young people in the area towards constructive activities.
Youth engagement 

The team continue to be regularly involved with youth programs running on the ward and recently arranged a visit from the police dog section to the youth club run at lavender pavilion.
The police dog handlers explained about what the dogs do to help police, how they are trained, how they are they bred and how the dogs live at home with the trainers.  Afterwards the young people attending were given a chance to ask question to the trainers about the dogs and anything that had been discussed. The trainers then also gave a demonstration to show how the police dogs are used to detain fleeing suspects.  

Ward Surgeries 

Ward surgeries are for you as local resident to come along and discuss your views on the crime and disorder that affects you.

All ward surgeries will be held at Lavender Pavilion, Steers Mead in the parent’s room.
