We listen to the concerns of the community and our priorities are set by local people who sit on a neighbourhood panel. You said the following priorities were important to you:
· Anti Social Behaviour by street drinkers
· Residential Burglary
· Vice in and around area of Garrads Road
We did

We have done the following to tackle these priorities:
Anti Social Behaviour by street drinkers
You will be please to hear that as of December 2009 Lambeth Borough has with the support of Lambeth Police implemented a Controlled Drinking Zone (CDZ) for the whole of Lambeth Borough. This has given police officers and Police Community Support Officers (PCSOs) powers to seize alcohol from people that we believe are or are likely to act in an anti social manner. Since this coming into affect St Leonards Safer Neighbourhood Team (SNT) have seized open and unopened alcohol from known street drinkers who have constantly caused problems to St Leonards ward and the rest of Lambeth Borough. Since the implementation of the CDZ and us actively patrolling our ward targeting such people who have caused people alarm and distress we have significantly lowered the amount of street drinkers in our known areas such as Streatham Green and other areas in and around Streatham High Road. 
Residential Burglary

St Leonards SNT have liaised and worked with Wandsworth Police gathering intelligence on burglars who have and are operating on the borders of Lambeth and Wandsworth, this has helped us proactively patrol the area and find those responsible. The areas which are close to the border such as Riggindale Road have been regularly patrolled by St Leonards SNT and also by plain clothed police officers on foot and working out of unmarked police vehicles. 
Vice in and around area of Garrads Road
St Leonards SNT have organised a joint operation with Wandsworth Police and the Clubs and Vice Unit targeting kerb crawlers who operate around Garrads Road and Tooting Bec Common. This was as a result of on going issues in the area with vice. The operation which lasted 4 nights in October was a huge success and lead to the arrest of 22 males for kerb crawling offences.
Single Point of Contact Officers
St Leonards SNT has researched the community groups in our ward and the type of Hate Crimes that affect them. As a result of this we have designated members of the team as Single Point of Contact Officers (SPOC) to these different groups within our ward. This allows you to be able to speak confidentially to the same officer about particular issues you may have. They are as follows:

Joint Operation at Streatham Common
On 17 December 2009 St Leonards SNT teamed up with Streatham South SNT, the British Transport Police and revenue ticket inspectors and conducted a joint operation at Streatham Common train station. The operation took place between 2 - 5pm and involved a drugs dog and knife arch and targeted people carrying drugs or weapons in or out of Lambeth Borough. The operation aimed to reduce the possibility of knife crime, street robbery and anti social behaviour. This also provided a high visibility police presence in the lead up to the festive season.
