A Vehicle Watch Scheme is to be launched in the Borough of Ealing.  Members of the public are going to be provided with stickers to place in their vehicles inviting Police to stop and check ownership in particular circumstances, namely if they are driven by people who appear to be under 25 years of age or if the vehicle is being driven between the hours of 12 midnight to 5am.  If relevant the appropriate sticker is to be placed on the rear windscreen of the vehicle.

Examples are shown below with a VEL alongside to indicate their size
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The success of any crime prevention initiative lies in the credibility of the scheme. It is therefore imperative that, wherever operationally possible, such vehicles are stopped and checked.  We wish to avoid criticism from vehicle owners, which attached to other schemes, where there were frequent failures of patrols to stop cars displaying stickers during the night time “curfew”.  
Similarly we should be careful in not raising an unrealistic level of expectation in the public that a stop of the vehicle is inevitable.
