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Your Local Safer Neighbourhood Police Team are determined to lower the rate of burglaries across the ward.
Is your property secure?

An open door or window can be an invitation to an opportunist thief. Ensure that doors and windows are closed and locked when you are out even if it’s only for a few minutes.

Lock up when you go to bed, but put the keys somewhere you can find them quickly in an emergency.  

Do not leave car/door keys near the front door as they can be stolen through the letterbox.

Don’t let people see into your home - draw the curtains or blinds when you put the lights on.

Do not leave valuable items or cash on display.

Do not leave the boxes for new items outside of your house with the rubbish – place them inside recycling bins or the actual rubbish sack.

As the weather improves, do not open larger windows or doors on the ground floor when you are out of that room – it only takes minutes for someone to enter and steal from your home.  
If you go out when it is dark, ensure you turn some lights on.
When you go on holiday, ensure you have timers on your lights/TV and radio – this will provide the illusion that you are in the property.  Also ensure that your neighbours are aware that you are going away.
Are your valuables marked?

Security marking your property makes it less attractive to thieves and may prevent you from being targeted. Inexpensive products can be purchased from most security outlets. If you want help and advice contact your local team. You can log all personal belongings that have a serial number onto Immobilise.co.uk

Keep your home and garden secure

Ensure you do not leave valuable items in your shed. Ensure your shed has sufficient locks and bicycles stored are further locked inside. If you have a rear/side gate to your property, ensure that they are locked securely. Tools from the shed can be used to break into your home.

Report suspicious activity.

Report all suspicious activity in your area.  Don’t assume someone else has reported it! Please try to remain vigilant at all times.  Be aware of any strange people or vehicles hanging around your area.  Never be concerned about calling the police if you are worried.  We would rather come out to discover that there is an innocent explanation than not come and discover that another person has suffered a burglary.
