The ward has had a fluctuation of crime on the last two months, and we currently have a low burglary rate, but a slightly higher vehicle crime rate. 

With regards to burglary, if you have two locks (a rim type and a mortice is the best combination) then please 'double lock' them at night and if the property is unoccupied. We had a couple of overnight burglaries where the suspect gained entry whilst the occupants were asleep (fairly rare). If you'd like a free home security survey then please contact us on the below email address. 

Vehicle crime is on the up, although we are getting less thefts driven by the obvious signs of satelite navigation systems. Please make sure your vehicle is secure, even if you're just popping into the house for 5 minutes (as one of our victims stated).

To give you an idea of our crime figures, in the last 74 days we've suffered:

Residential burglaries x13 (with 2 attempted and 1 non residential) 
Robbery x1 (with 2 attempted) 
Assaults x7 (of which 5 are domestic related) 
Domestic incidents where no offences alleged or suspected x13 
Public Order Offences x2 
Racially aggravated Offences x2 (both offenders located) 
Theft of motorvehicles x2 
Theft from motorvehicle x10, with 2 attempted 
Theft of pedal cycle x6 
Shoplifting x15 
Other theft x18 
Possession of Cannabis x15 
Possession of Coccaine x0 
Criminal Damage x9 
Sexual Offence x2 (one of which related to computer images)

Merton Borough is one of the safest areas in London, but if anyone would like advice on self defence, then please let me know. If there is enough interest I will see if we can sort out some basic classes.

We had a recent Ward Panel meeting where new members came and discussed local issues. I am still looking at increasing numbers further for our Ward Panel and invite more residents and those engaged in business in Colliers Wood to step up and represent the Community. What is a Ward Panel? It's a group of individuals who decide on the Policing needs of their Ward. What is the commitment required? To attend upto four meetings a year to discuss and decide those Policing needs. Interested? Just email me on the below email address or ring on the below number.
