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Crime Update

On the 11th June a man and a woman were arrested after being stopped in a stolen Honda Civic. The car was taken as part of a burglary in Meadowsweet Close on the 7th June. The offenders had somehow entered the house and taken the keys to the car. Enquiries are ongoing and the man and woman are on Police bail pending the result of the investigation.
The team spend as much time as possible patrolling the West Barnes Ward. On Friday 1st July PC Abberton and PCSO Glackin were patrolling through the garage block between Linkway and the train line when they came across three men sat in a van. Checks were made and one of them was found to have a warrant of arrest for non-payment of fines. This man was arrested and taken to Wimbledon Police Station. It transpired the man had previously paid over £600 in fines but there was a further £265 which had not been paid and the arrest warrant was generated. Luckily for him one of his friends was able to attend the station with the remaining amount which secured his release and meant he did not need to reappear at court.
Anti-Social Behaviour (ASB)

Merton's anti-social behaviour team is run out of the council but based within Safer Merton. This is a partnership between the police, the council and other agencies within the borough.  

A collective partnership approach has proven to be the most effective way in tackling anti-social behaviour and the best way to produce resolutions or solutions to a problem that may have an impact on the wider community. 

The anti-social behaviour team work alongside a number of agencies, such as the courts and use a number of tactics to try and help residents deal with issues they might be facing. In particular cases there may be a need for diversionary activities or enforcement action, such as Injunctions, Dispersal Zones, Closure Orders and ASBO (anti-social behaviour order), which all have to be approved in court by a Judge.  

A recent case In West Barnes Lane has highlighted how effective a partnership approach in tackling individuals that are causing alarm and distress to the surrounding community can be. Because of the severity of the case and the behaviour of tenants in a particular property Merton’s ASB team and partners were going to seek agreement from a judge to shut down the property and not allow anyone else back in. This is not something that is done lightly or often and the mere consideration of this option, called a Closure Order, managed to encourage the landlord to address their problematic tenants and reduce the impact their actions had on resident's living in the immediate area.  

Merton's Community partnership is committed to reducing the fear of ASB. With this particular case it seems the partnership has done just that and resident's in the area have praised the partnership working approach and expressed their gratitude for the positive impact this has had on their daily lives
